A Victory for Schools 
The AHA achieved a major victory for 
church-state separation in Oklahoma. AHA 
legal staff reached a settlement with 
Maryetta Public Schools in a landmark case 
involving forced religious education of 
preschool- and elementary-aged children. 
Not only did the school admit wrongdoing 
and pay damages, but they agreed to issue 
a public statement recognizing the 
constitutional violation of the program and 
affirming that it will not be reinstated. 
Furthermore, school administrators in 
Oklahoma will now receive training on how 
to avoid violating the First Amendment and 
school districts statewide will be educated 
on their responsibilities under the 
Establishment Clause.
