About a Word 

The word, Semitic, refers to a family or subfamily of languages that includes Hebrew, Arabic and other eastern 

languages. I’m always aware of this when I hear the word anti-Semitic or antisemitism and find it confusing. The 

word is often used when the media reports on demonstrations against the Israeli war in Gaza and its effect on the 

Palestinian people, who are, like the Israelis, Semitic. 

Antisemitism is defined as hostility toward or discrimination against Jews. It has no place in a civilized society. But, 

as Americans, or as citizens of the world, we have the right, if not the obligation, to demonstrate against any nation 

whose action we object to, including our own. 

Anti-Israeli demonstrations are not necessarily anti-Jewish. Jews are often among the demonstrators. My concern 

is that the word antisemitism blurs the distinction between Anti-Israeli and Anti-Jewish. It allows us to fall back on 

our own prejudices unconsciously. Maybe we can stop using it. 
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
